A non-refundable application fee of Three Hundred Fifty Dollars ($350.00) shall be charged each applicant.  

2. Administrative Fee - Paid at Closing

a. For tax-exempt IRB bond issues, the fee shall be one percent (1%) of the project amount. 
For projects that utilize a Payment In Lieu of Taxes (PILOT) agreement, an additional one-quarter
percent (1/4%) will be added.

b. For tax-exempt Civic Facility bond issues or refunding of non-COMIDA bond issues, the fee shall
be one percent (1%) of the project amount.

c. For lease/leaseback transactions and taxable bond issues, the fee shall be one-half percent
(1/2%) of the project amount.  For projects that utilize a Payment In Lieu of Taxes (PILOT)
agreement, an additional one-quarter percent (1/4%) will be added.

d. For refunding outstanding COMIDA bond issues, the fee shall be one-quarter percent (1/4%) of
the new issuance amount.

e. For assumptions of existing COMIDA bonds or projects, the fee shall be one-quarter percent
(1/4%) of the project amount.

f. For modifications, the fee shall be determined on a case-by-case basis.

3. If a sales tax letter is required prior to closing, a non-refundable twenty-five percent (25%)
of the Administrative Fee and Agency Counsel fee is payable at that time. This amount will be
applied towards the Administrative fee and Agency Counsel Fee.

4. Agency Counsel fee is one-third (1/3) of the Agency's Administrative fee, with a minimum fee for a
lease/leaseback transaction of $4,000.00

5. Designated Bond Counsel fee is based on the complexity and amount of the transaction.
